Dear Property Owner,

Beginning in the next few weeks, survey crews from Hayner/Swanson Inc. (HSI) will be working on behalf of the Town to identify the Town’s Right-of-Way (ROW) on the streets in your neighborhood as part of the Survey and Engineering design process for Water Distribution Replacement and Rehabilitation Project. As the Town tax assessment records indicate, you have frontage on a street in the project area. HSI survey crews will be in the project area periodically for approximately three months collecting data. Some of their work will entail entry onto your property as they gather measurements and obtain site details (trees, shrubs, driveways, walks, etc.) up to the face of each house on the affected streets.

While HSI has researched recorded plans, deeds and other documents in an effort to determine the correct ROW location, they are interested in reviewing any/all documents such as deeds, plats, survey notes, reports, etc., that may contribute to the re-establishment of the ROW. If you have such information and are willing to share it, HSI would be interested in obtaining copies of such documents. Also, if you’re aware of the location of any lot corner monuments (iron pins, stone bounds, etc.) in the area, it would be beneficial to point them out to our field crews or mark them in some way, such as with flagging, paint or wooden stakes. You are welcome to contact HSI directly at their office at 603-883-2057 should you have any questions or information.

HSI works to maintain a level of professional courtesy before entering private property. If, for any reason, you do not want HSI to enter onto your property to survey boundary corner markers or locate other site details as explained in the first paragraph, please let us know so we can make every effort not to enter on your property outside of the limits of the public ROW.

We would like to note that during the survey work, wooden stakes or nails will be set as temporary control to be used to collect the data necessary for this project. These survey points will be utilized for various mapping reasons but may not always coincide with an actual ROW or boundary lines.
