RE: Water Distribution Project-Area 2 and 3

Dear Residents/Property Owners:
I am writing this letter today to share information on the pending street reconstruction that is to take place in conjunction with the replacement of the water main in your neighborhood. The streets to be affected in Project Area 2 would be a portion Occom Ridge Road and Rope Ferry Road. The streets affected in Project Area 3 would be Parkway and North Balch Street.  
As part of our continuing commitment to openly communicate with our residents, on Tuesday, July 23rd, beginning at 3:00pm, members of Town Staff along with the design engineers will be conducting an on-street meeting to review your project area with an eye towards the potential impacts to individual properties. We will begin the meeting at 3:00pm at the intersection of Maynard and Rope Ferry Road, where we will give an overview of the project at that time. We will then proceed with walking the project Area 2. We will begin our walk by proceeding down Rope Ferry Road, then proceed, over to Occom Ridge Road, at 4pm where we will meet at the intersection of Occom and Clement and Walk the Occom Ridge Road portion of the project.   Beginning at 5 pm we will meet at the intersection of Parkway and North Balch Road where we will give an overview of the project. We will then proceed with a walk to go down Parkway, return and then proceed down N Balch Street to the end of the street. If you do not wish to walk the entire project in any of the project areas, please feel free to join us at any point. Attached is a map showing the estimated project limits and walking plan.

We hope that you and all of your neighbors will join us as we walk the project area and listen to your concerns, questions, ideas, and suggestions for making this a project that will best serve the needs of all concerned.
